                   6.  They are responsible for the return of the RIB with all specified equipment in the same condition that it was hired in.

They are responsible for ensuring that the RIB is washed down and engine washed through and Petrol & Oil tanks are topped up to full.

                   8.  The RIB will be checked by the Boat Officer who must be notified by the hirer that the RIB has been returned in good order or otherwise as soon as possible after use.

                   9. 
They are responsible for any repairs deemed necessary by the Boat Officer caused as a result of the hire.

                   10. On no account whatsoever should the club RIB be used for commercial purposes.

                   11. The hirer must pay for any equipment missing or damaged.
                   12. The contribution to club funds is £7 per person per day.

Some items above may seem trivial but they get used and not returned, especially from the tool kit.  Please note that all items will be charged for. NOTES:

Check RIB and cargo is secure and safe for the journey. Do not overload the boat trailer with equipment. Remember to check the trailer board is working before leaving, no responsibility is accepted for fines or accidents caused. Remember to pay your slip fees & do not park where you will obstruct other users. Remember the tide comes in when you are out - park safely. Inform the Coastguard of your dive plans and the No. of people in your RIB & inform them of you return. Do not tow the boat with the electronics attached or the battery cut off switch enabled. Do not leave the RIB unattended or in an unsafe area for any period of time, remember the tide when mooring the boat and putting out a length of anchor rope.  Familiarise yourself (by asking if necessary) with the local navigation and underwater hazards etc.

                STARTING OPERATIONS:

· Insert and turn on the cut off switch below throttle assembly.

· Attach the kill switch lead to the toggle switch below the ignition switch.  Note that this switch can be reset without the kill cord.  Do not operate the engine without the kill cord correctly connected and attached to the cox.

· Check that the engine is in neutral, the engine will not start or turn over if the boat is in forward or reverse gears.

· Do not lift the fast idle lever or operate the choke in the first instance.

· Make sure that the prop and the water intake are in the water before turning the engine over.
· Pump the fuel bulb a few times until resistance is felt.
· Turn the ignition key to start pushing at the same time pushing in to coke only if required.  Be careful not to over choke the engine, as this occurs easily. If the engine does not start within a few seconds, use increasing amounts of the fast idle lever. If the engine does not fire at all check the kill cord in the first instance.  

· Once started, check immediately that the tell tail is producing a strong jet of water.  If there is no jet within a few seconds stop the engine and establish the reason for the lack of tell tail.

NOTE

· There is a trim / tilt switch on the side of the engine that can be used when preparing the boat / washing through the engine.

· The boat must only be towed with the A-frame upright and nuts tightened. This can only be done once the boat is out of the car park - do not forget to lower the A-frame when returning the boat to the car park.  Any damage caused to the A-frame/ boat will be considered unacceptable neglect and will be paid for by the boat borrower and is likely to be significant.

· Any problems, call the boat officer do not try to resolve yourself as any further damage will be paid for by the boat borrower.

· Do not run the boat at full power, ease the throttle back once the boat is on the plane, this reduces strain on the engine and fuel consumption as well with minimal loss of speed.

· Trim the engine once the boat is on the plane to maximise engine efficiency.

· Explain to others and educate them in the use and care of the boat – all are responsible!!

                WHEN RETURNING BOAT:  Failure to undertake any of the following will result in no future boat hiring.

· CHECK HULL & TUBES FOR DAMAGE

· ENSURE FUEL TANK FULL

· ENSURE OIL TANK FULL (flap on front of engine cover)

· THOROUGHLY WASH/HOSE DOWN INSIDE & OUTSIDE OF BOAT & TRAILER.

· FIT EAR MUFFS, CONNECT TO HOSE PIPE & RUN ENGINE FOR 2/3 MINS, ENSURE THAT THE TELL TAIL JET IS WORKING, DISCONNECT THE FUEL LINE AT THE ENGINE AND RUN TILL THE ENGINE STOPS
· HOSE DOWN THOROUGHLY, USE HUB FLUSH SYSTEM & GREASE BEARINGS 
· TIP BOAT UP AND ALLOW WATER TO DRAIN
· LOOSEN THE TIE DOWN STROP.

· STORE BOAT WITH TRAILER BREAKS OFF AND ENGINE TURNED FULLY TO THE RIGHT HAND STEER POSITION.

· LEAVE RIB CONTAINER OUTSIDE SECURITY LIGHT ON.

· SPONGE DOWN ELECTRONICS AT HOME BEFORE RETURNING THEM.
